• Ellen Sirleaf Johnson 

Ellen Johnson is a public example of a female heroine, who has displayed bravery, self 

confidence and hardwork at all fronts in her life. Ellen Sirleaf Johnson was a lady born at 

Monrovia in Liberia. She had passion to lead and serve as she was growing. She was strong and 

visioned all  the time. She was born on 29th October, 1938. She was the Deputy Minister of 

Finance in Liberia, from her 1971 to 1974. She served that wing of her National Anatomy, with 

hardwork and determination and later became the Head Minister of Finance from 1979 to 
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1980. In her Political Journey , she experienced various disturbances but was still focused. 

When Samuel Doe halted the Civil Rule in Liberia, Ellen Johnson went to United States of 

America and worked for CitiBank and Equator Bank. She had concern for her motherland and 

came back in 1985 to contest to be a Senate of Montserrado County. There were various 

mishaps over the Elections. Mrs. Johnson spoke against the Millitary Government and was 

sentenced by the Government for 10 years imprisonment, even though she was released 

shortly. She never became silent or afraid for expressing her rights. She knew who she was and 

stood tall for a right course. She contested for the Presidential Elections in 1997 and lost. She 

didn’t give up because she knew she was working not for her own self but for her National 

Anatomy’s freedom. He kept fighting and saw herself, as a winner. She contested again for 

Presidency during the 2005 Presidential Elections, and assumed office as President from 16th 

January 2006 to 2018. AFRICAN VOICES INTERNATIONAL entreats all ladies to emulate and 

follow the Honourable exemplarity laid by Madam Ellen Johnson. She fought a good fight and 

won, not for herself, but for her country. It is no surprise that she won the 2011 Noble Peace 

Prize for her role in engaging Women in Peacekeeping roles. 

• Yaa Asantewaa  

Yaa Asantewaa was a bold and industrious woman, who fought for the Freedom of the Asante 

land.  She believed in herself and challenged the colonial leaders, who took power from the 

native leaders. Yaa Asantewaa was a brave heroine, and is celebrated in Ghana, the whole of 

the African and Global Anatomy. Yaa Asantewaa was the Queen Mother of Ejisu in the Ashanti 

Region of Ghana. She was born on 17th October, 1840 and died on 17th October, 1921. She 

fought for her rights and did her best to prevent the British Colonialist s, from gaining power in 

her Kingdom. She got infuriated when the British captured power after capturing the King of 

the Asante Kingdom. She fought to defend her land. She was angry over seeing the British also 

take the Golden stool, which belonged to the Asante Kingdom. She saw the men around her as 

cowards, when they all could not go and face the British and demand for their Golden stool 

back. She persevered and was brave enough to lead a revolution. In 1900, she led the Ashanti 

War, which is also known as the War of the Golden Stool. She was arrested and taken to Exile. 

She died while in Exile, and has been a figure to all women around the Global Anatomy to 

pursue their ambitions, and fight for Freedom, everywhere. 

• Ngozi Okonjo Iweale 

Mrs. Ngozi Okonjo Iweale, World renowned Economist was born on 13th June, 1954. She has 

pursued her ambitions with direct focus and determination. She has never given up on herself, 

but has been so industrious and bold in bringing forth great results. She has played various 

roles in shaping the Development of the Global Anatomy. She is currently the Director of the 

World Trade Organisation. She has been in this office since March 22, 2021 and is working 

beyond excellence. Prior to this job, she has been in several positions including being the 

Finance Minister of Nigeria, between 2011 and 2015 and also between 2003 and 2006. As  a

She also has been conferr3e upon by Cote D’Ivoire and 

Liberia, the High National Honours. Even before working with the World Trade Organisation, 

she had also worked before with the World Bank as a Development Economist. AFRICAN

She was an active member of the Democratic Progressive Party(DPP) and also 

once a member of the United Democratic Front(UDF), before living to join the DPP.  Between

to 2006, she was the Minister of Gender, Child Welfare and Community Welfare and from 2006 

to 2009, she was the Minister of Foreign Affairs. She pioneered the Joyce Banda Foundation. 

Her love for children was also phenomenal and it was evident as she initiated Zero Tolerance 

Campaign against Child Abuse, to fight against children who were maltreated and humiliated in 

Malawi. She also won the General Elections as the Vice President, when she stood as the 

running mate to Ex-President Bingu Wa Mutharika. AFRICAN VOICES INTERNATIONAL 

encourages women to work hard and take actions in their interest to bless humanity, for a 

better Global Anatomy. Joyce Banda also founded her own party later known as the People’s 

Party.
